1. How many original united states were there in 1783? 13
2. What was the result of the Revolutionary war?  

England ceded her holdings east of the Mississipi River
3. Who was the first president of the United states? When was he a president?

G. Washington 1789-1797

4. Who purchased the state of Louisiana from France and when? When was it made a state?

Thomas Jefferson 1801-1809 purchased in 1803 – state in 1812

5. What happened during the war of 1812? When did the war end?

The war began with Great Britain British Canada was attacked on the Great Lakes, Washington DC was burnt British invasion at New Orleans was foiled by Andrew Jackson

(déjouer, contrecarrer) End of war: 1815 ended in a stalemate (impasse)

6. How many states maintained slavery in the Union? What is the Missouri compromise and when did it take place?

10 – 1820 slavery was prohibited north of the southern boundary of Missouri

7. When was the treaty with Spain signed? What did it agree upon?

1819-  agreed that the 42th parallel was a limit to Spanish northern expansion  (it already controlled much of  the south of the American continent)

8. When did the Latin American Revolutions take place? When were all these countries independent? 1810-1824 

9. When was Texas colonized? What happened in 1835? When did Texas become an independent nation?

1821- 1835 the Texans revolted against the Mexican government? – 1836

10. What is the Indian Removal Act of 1830?

Indian Removal Act moves eastern Indians west of Mississippi. From 1820 to 1840, they were moved to the Indian Territory which is now called Oklahoma


11. Who was the president of the United States at that time? Andrew Jackson 1829-1837
12. When did the settlement of the West begin? What is the Oregon Trail?

1840’s (–1860) The Oregon Trail is the way people followed. It ran across the great plains along the Platte river and ending in Oregon on the Pacific coast. 

13. When did the Mexican War take place and why?

1846-1848 - Texas claimed all the land north of the Rio Grande river which was part of the Mexican land. Mexico couldn’t accept what she called a land grab of her territories. The Americans won in New Mexico, California and Northern Mexico.

14. When did the Mexican government surrender? 1847 with the conquest of Mexico City

15. When was gold discovered in California? 

1848 when the Peace treaty with the Mexican government was signed.

16. What happened to the Mormons? Persecuted in the East, settled by the Great Salt Lake

17. When did California become a free state? 1850

18. What did the remaining Territories (1850-1860) have to choose from?  

Being a slave state or a free state – slavery was inappropriate for small farms

19. What was the main consequence of slavery on the economic progress of the slave states?

It had made the South the leading cotton exporter of the world and the richest area of the nation.

20. When did the Secession war take place? What was the first slave state to secede from the Union? 1861-1865 – South Carolina seceded from the Union

21. What is called the “Confederacy”? What was the reaction of the Union?

The union of the slave states (12) which seceded from the Union in early 1861. The Union disavowed this and preparation of war began.

22. What was the capital of the Confederacy? Richmond, Virginia

23. Where and when did the South surrender?

Finally general Grant drove General Lee out of Richmond -  The South surrended to the Union on April, 9th 1865 at Appomattox.

24. When was President Lincoln assassinated? 6 days later, on April, 15th 1865

25. Which country was Alaska purchased from? Russia in 1867

26. When did the Indian Wars take place? Name at least two famous places where the Indians were defeated. What happened to the Native Americans after their defeat?

1817- 1890 / Little Big Horn – 1876 /  Wounded Knee – 1890 / They were confined to tribal reservations
